Building Healthy Foundations 

Title X (Ten) Program 

Title X is the nationôs only federal  

program solely dedicated to providing 

family planning services. It was  

established in 1970 as part of the Public 

Health Services Act. The program  

supports a nationwide network of  

approximately 4,400 clinics and provides 

family planning and related preventive 

health services to approximately five  

million people each year. 

 

Central Purchasing Program 

This program makes family planning  

supplies available to community health  

agencies for a reduced price, allowing 

women across Missouri access to low-cost 

contraceptives. 

 

Monitoring  

MFHC has a comprehensive clinical /

education and administrative / fiscal  

monitoring program to ensure Title X 

funds are used efficiently, effectively, and 

in accordance with federal program  

guidelines. 

 
 

HPV Program 

MFHC continued to administer the  

successful Human Papillomavirus (HPV) 

Vaccine Project in 2008-2009.  The HPV 

Vaccine Project is graciously funded by 

the Missouri Foundation for Health 

(MFH).   

 

In March 2007 MFH donated $5.5 million 

to MFHC to provide free HPV vaccines to 

girls and women in Missouri who cannot 

otherwise afford the vaccine.  The HPV 

vaccine, Gardasil®, protects against the 

four strains of HPV that causes 70 percent 

of cervical cancers and 90 percent of  

genital warts.    

 

As of March 31, 2009, 36,672 doses have 

been given to 18,457 girls and women at 

MFHCôs network of clinics. 

 

MFHC is grateful to MFH for their  

generous funding and successful  

partnership.
